Solution：Put the items On the list in order of importance，and start with the most important tasks.
Problem：Most people have a preference for short，easy tasks．But this  can lead to the easy jobs getting checked off while long ones remain．

  ．Solution：Divide long tasks into smaller parts．For example,don’t  write  Plan trip to Japan；write Check plane-ticket prices online．This makes long tasks seem easier．    

   Another question these days is whether to use a paper to-do list or an electronic one．Some people are more traditional，SO they write their to-do lists on paper．As they complete their tasks，they can  cross them out one by one．

   Other people love using their smart phones or computers．So they prefer electronic to-do lists．If you are in this group，then you should try aA application like Wunderlist．’With this software program，you can keep each item in

 a list short or add more details．You can also create different to-do lists，such as one for work or school，one for your family or one for groceries．Best of a11，you can share your lists online with anyone else who uses Wunderlist．That’s fantastic when you need help from other people to complete tasks．
